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This material will give KS1 children an idea of what to expect inside the cathedral. The
information contained in the following booklet is designed to be read by children, but with
additional input from a teacher or teaching assistant. Ideally it should be used with
reference to the guidelines below. These guidelines refer to specific pages, and include
guestions which will touch briefly on many of the elements contained in detail in the units
of the Herefordshire Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education programme of study for KS1.
